	Students Using

Critical Thinking Skills

 

	Students are using high-level thinking skills  (analysis, synthesis, evaluation*) during various learning experiences such as doing bookwork, tests, projects, worksheets, hands-on activities, during group discussions and when using technology.



	Teacher Led Instruction


	The teacher is leading the learning experience, for example: giving directions, lecture, question and answer, demonstration, or when providing instruction during videos. Various levels of thinking may be evident.



	Students Using Lower 

Level Thinking Skills


	Students are using lower level thinking skills (knowledge, comprehension, application*) during various learning experiences such as doing bookwork, tests, projects, worksheets, hands-on activities, during group discussions and when using technology.


	Disengagement

	Students are not engaged in learning directly related to the curriculum.
